Directions to Criterium: 
The race will start at Dumont Plaza on the corner of 22nd Ave and 4th Street; this is a 
small open park area and will be a good place for family members to watch the race from.   
 
Take the 22nd Ave exit in Meridian, MS off of I20 / I59; go towards downtown on 22nd 
Ave.  The overpass on 22nd Ave will be closed for the race so you will need to turn right 
on B Street just before you get to the overpass.  Go to 18th Ave. and go left, go to 4th 
Street and turn left again.  There will be ample parking along downtown streets.  
 
The city of Meridian has changed the course and because of lighting concerns the start 
times had to be changed. 
 
Take the 22nd Ave exit in Meridian, MS off of I20 / I59; go towards downtown on 22nd 
Ave.  Cross the overpass just past B Street and you should see street closures on your 
right.  Park along any of the streets in this area; registration will be near the corner of 21st 
Ave and 5th Street. 
 
Directions to Road Race: 
From I-20 / I-59 take the Cuba, AL exit, at the top of the ramp go east on hwy 80, for 
approximately 1.5 miles to a 4 way stop intersection and go left (north) on hwy 11, go 1.5 
miles and turn left on county road 27.  Go approximately 200 yards and take the first 
paved road to the left.  This is an old trucking terminal and this is where you can park.
